“The Glasgow Caledonian University branches of the University and College Union (UCU) and of the Educational Institute of Scotland (EIS) view with dismay GCU management’s move towards imposing a fine of £300 – a ten-fold increase - to re-take a module and £40 to re-sit an exam. Our university prides itself on its wider access policy – making GCU attractive to students from families who do not traditionally go to university. We believe that the imposition of substantial increases in resit fees will undoubtedly hit students from low wage families and will make it yet another problem that disadvantaged families have to overcome. This proposal flies in the face of GCU’s wider access credentials and appears to be a cynical attempt to squeeze more money out of the already disadvantaged. We support the students of Glasgow Caledonian in their efforts to have this proposal withdrawn, and will add our voice by raising our concerns with senior management."
